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1. Fold 8.5 x 11 inch paper
diagonally as shown.

2. Make a 1/2 inch fold
along the previously
folded edge.
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3. Make a second 1/2
inch fold.

Ring Wing Glider
This wing demonstrates the great room
there is for aeronautics innovation.
Can you design a better wing?

4. Curl the ends of the paper to
make a ring and tuck one end
into the fold of the other.

5. Gently grasp the “V” between the
two “crown points” with your
thumbs and index fingers and toss
the glider lightly forward.

The folds in the paper make an airplane
wing where the front end is heavy and the
back end is light. Curling the ends to make
a ring changes the shape of the wing and
improves the wing’s flight performance.
